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Legislation update -
WEEE Regulations 

What are the WEEE Regulations? 
 
The Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment 
(Waste Management Licensing) (England and Wales) 
Regulations 2006 (known as the WEEE Regulations) 
came into force in the UK in January. The regulations 
aim to reduce the amount of WEEE being disposed in 
landfills by promoting separate collection, treatment 
and recycling.  
Any business involved in manufacturing, branding or 
importing electrical or electronic products (known as 
producers) is affected. Those selling electrical items 
or storing, treating or dismantling WEEE will also be 
affected. Both household and non-household 
products are covered by the legislation.  
Full producer responsibility will commence on 1st July. 
From this date the responsibility for financing the 
collection, treatment, recovery and disposal of any 
EEE (electrical and electronic equipment) being 
replaced will be with the producer.  
 
What do the WEEE Regulations mean for 
business users of EEE? 
 
As from 1st July 2007 when businesses are replacing 
EEE with equivalent equipment the producer will be 
responsible for financing the collection, treatment, 
recovery and disposal of the old equipment. If the 
equipment is not being replaced the end user will 
have to pay. 
 
Where can I get more information? 
 
The Department of Trade and Industry (DTI) have 
produced a guidance document about the 
regulations. This is available to download from 
www.dti.gov.uk. Further information is also available 
from the Environment Agency www.environment-
agency.gov.uk.

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Did you know? 
 
· for each tonne of paper recycled we can save 

1,500 litres of water and 4,200 KWh of electricity. 
This is enough electricity to power a large house in 
the UK for a year 

· once paper is landfilled it takes over 50 years to 
decompose  

· paper is a biodegradable material, so when it goes 
to landfill, it rots and produces methane, which as a 
greenhouse gas is 21 times more potent than 
carbon dioxide 

· one piece of office grade paper can be recycled 
seven times  

· to supply the UK's paper consumption, a forest the 
size of Wales is required each year. 

· recycled paper produces fewer polluting emissions 
to air (95% of air pollution) and water. Recycled 
paper is not usually re-bleached and where it is, 
oxygen rather than chlorine is usually used  

BETI+ Pilot Project Launched 
January 2007 saw the launch of the Business Environmental Training Initiative Plus (BETI+).  
Through the programme BeMS is providing 15 Cambridgeshire businesses with fully subsidised extensive 
business environmental training and on-site support worth more than £4,500, as a result of funding from the East 
of England Development Agency (EEDA) and the European Social Fund (ESF). 
 
Through the programme we have held 3 CIWM Waste Awareness courses, leading to 41 individuals becoming 
“Waste Aware.”   
The full course participants will continue on to receive: 
· A five-day Chartered Institute of Environmental Health (CIEH) Level 3 Environmental Management course 

· Three one-day workshops dealing with BS 8555 – phased implementation of ISO 14001 

· Three days’ on-site help and advice in how to deal with implementing environmental management systems 
and how to develop a Business Improvement Plan 

· Help to gain certification to either BS 8555 or ISO 14001. 

All of the businesses enrolled on the programme are also able to take advantage of the excellent support offered 
by BeMS to benefit from the financial savings that result from resource efficiency projects. 
Many companies are experiencing mounting supply chain pressure to tangibly demonstrate that they have a 
formal environmental management system, such as BS8555 or ISO14001 in place. The BETI+ programme will 
enable participants to do just that.

Is it worth the extra bother? 
 
· It can often be easier! Less paper means less 

ordering of supplies, less refilling paper trays, and 
let’s not forget…less filing! 

· Anglia Circuits Ltd have reduced the use of paper 
by 36% from 325 reams to 207 and costs by 43% 
from £800 to £455 simply by emailing (internally 
and instead of letters) and by using double sided 
printing. 

Some ideas for reducing paper waste: 
 
Reducing paper use: 

· Use the duplex (double-sided) setting on the 
printer when printing 

· Don’t print out e-mails unless necessary 

· If it’s a long document, only print out what you 
need- highlight what you want, and then click File: 
Print and in Page range, click Selection and then 
OK 

 
Reusing paper: 

· Reuse envelopes – particularly for internal mail.  
For external mail you can use sticky labels to 
cover the old address. 

· Playgroups and schools may appreciate being 
given odd rolls of any kind of paper, for painting 
on or for other uses in the classroom. They are 
also often glad to receive newspapers to cover 
the tables for craft activities. (Someone will have 
to organise this, rather than individuals.) 

· If paper has only been printed on 1 side, the other 
side can be used for: 

· Recording telephone messages 

· Scrap pads  

· For incoming messages in the fax machine
